If
scholarship winners do not use award money in the fall of the year earned, it can be
deferred for one semester (Spring semester of the following year).

REQUIREMENTS:

1. The recipient must be a graduating high school senior, living in Dodge County,
from any public high school, parochial high school, or home school.

2. The student must have applied to a two or four year accredited college or
technical school that has a program leading to a degree or certification in the
horticultural area.

3. Submit the attached application form.

4. Provide two letters of recommendation. One letter should be from a teacher the
applicant had within the past two years. A person to whom the applicant is well
known may provide the second recommendation letter. These letters may be
mailed by the person providing the recommendation directly to the Scholarship
Committee (address below) or included in the application package submitted by
the applicant.

5. The forms listed on the application checklist must be sent to the address
below or emailed to the address below and postmarked/dated no later
than April 1, 2026
